Mateo 3:1-17 - El Bautismo de Jesus

En aquellos dias se presentd Juan el Bautista predicando en el desierto

5 Acudia a él Jerusalén, toda Judea y toda la provincia de alrededor
del Jordan, 6 y eran bautizados por él en el Jordan, confesando sus
pecados.

13 Entonces Jesus vino de Galilea al Jordan, donde estaba Juan, para
ser bautizado por él. 14 Pero Juan se le oponia, diciendo:--Yo necesito
ser bautizado por ti, ¢y tu acudes a mi?

15 Jesus le respondié:--Permitelo ahora, porque asi conviene que
cumplamos toda justicia.

Entonces se lo permitio. 16 Y Jesus, después que fue bautizado, subié
enseguida del agua, y en ese momento los cielos le fueron abiertos, y
vio al Espiritu de Dios que descendia como paloma y se posaba sobre
el.

Matthew 3:1-6,13-17 - The Baptism of Jesus

In those days John the Baptist came preaching in the wilderness of
Judea, 2 “Repent, for the kingdom of heaven is at hand.” 3 For this
is he who was spoken of by the prophet Isaiah when he said, “The

voice of one crying in the wilderness: ‘Prepare the way of the Lord;

make His paths straight.”

4 Now John wore a garment of camel’s hair and a leather belt around
his waist, and his food was locusts and wild honey. 5 Then Jerusalem
and all Judea and all the region about the Jordan were going out to
him, 6 and they were baptized by him in the river Jordan, confessing
their sins.

13 Then Jesus came from Galilee to the Jordan to John, to be
baptized by him. 14 John would have prevented Him, saying, “I need
to be baptized by You, and do You come to me?”

15 But Jesus answered him, “Let it be so now, for thus it is fitting for
us to fulfill all righteousness.”

Then he consented. 16 And when Jesus was baptized, immediately
He went up from the water, and behold, the heavens were opened
to Him, and He saw the Spirit of God descending like a dove and
coming to rest on Him;

17 and behold, a voice from heaven said, “This is my beloved Son,
with whom | am well pleased.”
